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Overall Results Review - Below our estimates 

 

Revenue slides down:  Despite the presence of higher copper prices, the consolidated revenue of Oman 

cables witnessed a slide during Q3 2011 by 20% on QoQ basis to RO 63.561 million owing to lower sales 

off take and capacity utilization. On a YoY basis the revenue of the company increased by 23%. While the 

contribution from its subsidiary OAPIL towards the top line improved modestly on QoQ basis. 

 

The prices of copper, which has been the key raw material for Cables Industry has been highly volatile in 

Q2 2011 and touched a 52 week high of US$ 10,179/ tonne during the period. This in turn has resulted in 

lower off take as the end consumers of Cables segment remained cautious. Historically we have seen the 

quarterly revenue trend of the company to have a lag with regard to the copper price movement.

During the quarter, LME copper futures averaged at about US$ 8,973 per ton, which is 23.6% higher as 

compared to the average of US$ 7,260 per ton in Q3 ’10.

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Margin drops despite decrease in costs: On a QoQ basis, the cost of sales (incl. depreciation) declined in 

tandem with the drop in sales by 19% to RO 59.927 million. However, at about 94.3% of overall sales, the 

costs of sales were higher by 180 basis points on YoY and 50 basis points on QoQ.  

 

For the period under review, the company posted a gross profit of RO 3.634 million which decreased by 27% 

QoQ and 7% YoY.  The gross profit margins of the company contracted to 5.7% as compared to 6.3% in Q2 

2011. We believe the high raw material costs and lower capacity utilization had a negative impact on the 

gross margins of the company during the quarter. 

 

Profit derails: After posting decent earnings growth in Q2, Oman cables disappointed with lower than 

expected earnings during Q3 2011. PAT for the quarter stood at RO 1.399 million a decline of 21% on YoY 

basis and 20% on QoQ basis. This was well below our estimates of RO 1.7 million. The PAT margins stood at 

2.2% as against 2.8% in Q2 2011 and 3.4% in Q3 2010.  

 

OAPIL exhibits modest performance:  Oman Aluminium Processing Industries (OAPIL) the subsidiary of 

Oman cables continued to show unprecedented progress in its sales as well as earnings during the quarter. 

The company posted revenue of RO 8.461 million and a net profit of RO 390K as against revenue of RO 

8.191 million and a net profit of RO 257K during Q2 2011.

The management has stated that the OAPIL has continued to show stronger performance over the H1 2011 

and has also been positioned well to contribute to the Group’s performance during the rest of the year.

During the quarter, LME Aluminium futures averaged at about US$ 2,398 per ton as compared to US$ 2,090 

per tonne in 3Q 2010. 
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Outlook: As per the company, the order addition momentum built in Q2 2011 failed to continue in Q3 2011 with 

the unexpected slowdown in the utility as well as in the infrastructure projects, which in turn affected the off take 

in Cables industry. Added, the intense competition from the regional as well as foreign players also had a direct 

impact on the revenue; while the volatile copper prices had put pressure on the margins of the company. 

 

Recently with the fall in commodity prices (copper prices have declined by 28.7% from the highs), the company 

has started to witness the order inflow to be back on track which inturn is expected to improve the capacity 

utilization as well as the margins of the company going forward.  

 

Lowering FY11E PAT estimates: Factoring in the lower sales off take amid volatile copper prices along with 

unstable margins, we have revised the FY2011E total consolidated revenue downwards to RO 283 million from RO 

305 million and similarly lowered our FY11E PAT estimates to RO 6.67 million (FY11E EPS of RO 0.074) from our 

previous estimates of RO 7.73 million for FY2011E.  

 

Cables Demand outlook in the region remain strong 
 

With the demand for cable products’ showing an upward trend in the region, on the back of robust investment in 

the utility as well as the infrastructure segment made by the regional governments, which is expected to benefit 

the cables manufacturers especially like Oman Cables, who is the leader in the Omani market.  

 

Valuations revised: Though we believe that the company may see an improved earnings growth going forward, 

the high volatile copper prices, the primary raw material, makes us to remain cautious on earnings front. At 

current levels, the stock trades at a PE of 9.1X of FY11E EPS of 0.074 and 7.6X of FY12E EPS of 0.089. We 

recommend a ΨbŜǳǘǊŀƭΩ rating on a short term (owing to volatile global commodity prices) and also recommend 

an ‘AccumulateΩ rating on a long term basis with the company acting as a proxy to the Oman Power sector growth 

story.  

 

Post revision in our FY11E and FY12E earnings estimates, we have revised down the target price of the stock and 

the 12M fair value works out to RO 0.801 (Based on 9X of FY12E EPS). The assigned multiple of 9X is based on the 

average PE multiple of its regional peers which are currently trading at a median of 8-10X.
